A genuine cult band, The Tribe of Cro
are one of the unsung heroes of the
underground festival scene. They have
been waving their freak flag high to the
sound of free festival psychedelics, driving
krautrock rhythms, spacey liquid electronica
soaked in stoner riffing guitars.

Formed in 1995 from various alternative
bands, including Mandragora, The Great
Imperial Yoyo and Giant Eyes. An initial
jam quickly led to tours of Europe where the
T.O.C. sound was honed. This was captured
to great effect albums 'Sporadic Spyrogyra),
Hydrocutture', 'Virtual Vinyl' and the latest Itd
edition CD ' Mavacanto Flavourslime'.

Formed in 1996/7 by founder
member Martyn Hasbeen Dr. Hasbeen
released their first CD-R concept
album Last orders in 1997. Several
acclaimed cd releases followed with
a double CD release on Black Widow
records featuring chosen tracks from
the previous CD-R releases.

Now with a stable line up and new
official releases on the Sonic rock
music label. 15 years on & the
spaceship Hasbeen still bodly go
were no man have been before.
They will be releasing a live album
and a new studio album this summer.

This is what happens when uncle Nik
and some old friends get together for
an impromptu gig in a large tent at a
festival. The band is a mix of old faces
and some newly recruited talent. With no
rehearsals the music is fast moving
and exciting with some really wild moments
- reminiscent of the early 70's in fact.
No rehearsals and straight into those
old space-rock standards that get the
whole tent shaking. A special Green
Ritual line-up is being worked on for
this year featuring Richard Lanchester,
Mic Cosmic, Paul Hayles, Ron Tree
and the The Brothers Von Trippenhoff.
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Pre-Med was formed in 2004 by
Danny Faulkner, after leaving his pre-
vious band, Starfield. Danny ap-
proached old friend and bass player
Alan Davey (ex Hawkwind and
Bedouin) to help him get the project
off the ground and, together with the
guitar skills of Lewis Turner and lyrical
contributions from Martin Faulkner
(the band’s perennial ‘behind-the-scenes’
member). Pre-Med released their first
album, "Medication Time", in 2005.
Described as ‘a must for all fans of
seriously good music’, the album was
well received by critics. It unsurprisingly
took influences from Hawkwind and
space rock in general, but it also
added liberal doses of ambient
moods, sci-fi themes and some good
old straight ahead rock 'n' roll, resulting
in an interesting and varied album.

As soon as the recording of the first
album had been finished, Danny and
Alan were already putting the next
one together. When "The Truth About
Us" was released in 2007, again to a
very positive reception, it was easy to
see that the band had significantly
raised their game. Taking on Eamon
O'Neill for guitar duties and bringing in

Steve Leigh on keyboards had definitely
pushed Pre-Med in a new direction.

In 2008 Pre-Med played their first ever
show, with the addition of Keith Hill on
drums and James Hodkinson on
keyboards/backing vocals. The show
was a triumph. The following year the
band played at Sonic Rock Solstice
festival in Wales and once again raised
the roof. Drummer Keith Hill was replaced
inthe winter of 2010 by Alan’s old Hawkwind
sparring partner Dan Thompson and the
new line-up took to the stage at Sonic
Rock Solstice again, their ever-growing
following becoming apparent for all to see.
In 2011 Pre-Med parted company with
Alan Davey and Eamon O’Neill. James
Hodkinson switched from keyboards to
bass (plus synth and backing vocals)
and Phil Oates was recruited on guitar.
This new line-up’s first appearance was
again at Sonic Rock Solstice festival.
Three gigs followed, including the
headiine slot at Onboard the Craft festival,
in Derbyshire, and the band’s first ever
non-festival gigs, at Maidstone and
Rye. James Hodkinson left the band
in late October and Steve Leigh parted
company with the band in early 2013.
Alan Davey stepped in as a session
musician to complete the album.

In the summer, Danny recruited the
talents of Andy Teszner on keyboards
and Dave Saunders on bass.

The new album 'Einstein's Day Off'
was released on the 11th of February 2013.
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Things got started when Steve and Paul
fancied a jam but members of Pan Demon
lum could not make it.

After a few jams we found that there was
something we should maybe work on.
Over the next few weeks all ideas were
put in a pot and mixed together.

Ademo cd was created from the results
and handed out to a handful of friends.
